This Agreement reflects the current concept of this project which is subject to modification by mutual
agreement between the LPA and the DOT,; and

Therefore, it is agreed as follows:
1. Project Information

a. The DOT will design, let, and inspect construction of the following described project in accordance
with the project plans and DOT standard specifications:

Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) resurfacing on lowa 31 from the south corporate limit of Oto to County Road
D22. See Exhibit A for location.

b. Paviﬁg of granular secondary road approaches beyond 2 feet from the edge of the primary road
pavement shall be 100% LPA cost based on the estimated quantities as shown on Exhibit B.

2. Project Costs

This Agreement, is entered into by and between the lowa Department of Transportation, hereinafter
designated the "DOT", and Woodbury, lowa, a Local Public Agency, hereafter designated the "LPA" in
accordance with lowa Code Chapters 28E, 306, 306A and 313.4 as applicable;

The DOT proposes to establish or make improvements to lowa 20 within Woodbury County, lowa; and

The DOT and the LPA are willing to jointly participate in said project, in the manner hereinafter provided:;
and

This Agreement reflects the current concept of this project which is subject to modification by mutual
agreement between the LPA and the DOT; and

Therefore, it is agreed as follows:
1. Project Information

a. The DOT will design, let, and inspect construction of the following described project in accordance
with the project plans and DOT standard specifications:

Grade and new Pavement from the U.S. 75/lowa 12 Interchange in Sioux City to Little Whiskey
Creek (east bound and west bound). See Exhibit A for location.

2. Project Costs

a. The DOT will bear all costs except those allocated to the LPA under other terms of this Agreement.

3. Right of Way and Permits

a. The DOT will be responsible for the coordination of utility facility adjustments for the primary road
project.

b. In connection with this project any real estate and rights to real estate necessary for right of way at
the connection of any public road and a primary highway project, any access road or frontage road, or
any permanent utility easements which are or which will be under the jurisdiction of the LPA may be
acquired by the DOT, for and in the name of the LPA. Where acquired by contract the LPA will
receive title from the contract seller and the LPA will accept title thereto. Where acquired by
condemnation, a single joint condemnation proceeding will be instituted by the DOT to acquire real
estate or rights in real estate needed by the LPA for the LPA and to acquire real estate or rights in
real estate needed by the DOT for the DOT. See Exhibit B for the location of the to be acquired right
of way.

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4. Construction & Maintenance

a. Upon completion of the project, no changes in the physical features thereof will be undertaken or
permitted without the prior written approval of the DOT.

b. Future maintenance of the primary highway within the project area will be carried out in accordance
with the terms and conditions contained in Instructional Memorandum 7.110.

5. General Provisions

a. Ifthe LPA has completed a Flood Insurance Study (FIS) for an area which is affected by the
proposed Primary Highway project and the FIS is modified, amended or revised in an area affected
by the project after the date of this Agreement, the LPA shall promptly provide notice of the
modification, amendment or revision to the DOT. If the LPA does not have a detailed Flood Insurance
Study (FIS) for an area which is affected by the proposed Primary Highway project and the LPA does
adopt an FIS in an area affected by the project after the date of this Agreement, the LPA shall
promptly provide notice of the FIS to the DOT,

b. The LPA will comply with all provisions of the equal employment opportunity requirements prohibiting
discrimination and requiring affirmative action to assure equal employment opportunity as required by
lowa Code Chapter 216. No person will, on the grounds of age, race, creed, color, sex, sexual
orientation, gender identity, national origin, religion, pregnancy, or disability, be excluded from
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any
program or activity for which State funds are used.

c. ltis the intent of hoth parties that no third party beneficiaries be created by this Agreement.

d. If any section, provision, or part of this Agreement shall be found to be invalid or unconstitutional,
such finding shall not affect the validity of the Agreement as a whole or any section, provision, or part
thereof not found to be invalid or unconstitutional, except to the extent that the original intent of the
Agreement cannot be fulfilled.

e. This Agreement may be executed in (two) counterparts, each of which so executed will be deemed to
be an original.

f. This Agreement, as well as the unaffected provisions of any previous agreement(s), addendum(s),
and/or amendment(s); represents the entire Agreement between the LPA and DOT regarding this
project. All previously executed agreements will remain in effect except as amended herein. Any
subsequent change or modification to the terms of this Agreement will be in the form of a duly
executed amendment to this document.

RESOLUTION FIXING DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSAL TO ENTER INTO AN AMENDED
AND SUBSTITUTED LEASE AGREEMENT WITH THE WOODBURY COUNTY LAW ENFORCEMENT CENTER
AUTHORITY

WHEREAS, it is deemed necessary and advisable that Woodbury County, State of lowa, (the “County”)
should provide for the authorization of An Amended and Substituted Lease Agreement with the
Woodbury County Law Enforcement Center Authority (the “Authority”) for the purpose of construction
and operation of a new law enforcement center facility as hereinafter described; and

WHEREAS, lowa Code Section 346.27 provides that the Authority shall have and exercise certain public
and essential governmental powers and functions including the right to lease all or any part of a building
to an incorporating unit upon rental terms agreed upon between the Authority and the incorporating
unit; and

WHEREAS, the Authority and County have negotiated the form of a proposed Lease Agreement (the
"Lease") by and between the Authority and the County, which would obligate the Authority to construct
certain improvements to be operated by the County as a law enforcement center facility (more
particularly described in the Lease) on certain real property located within Sioux City, lowa as defined
and legally described in the Lease, consisting of the construction of an approximately 213,000 square
foot building, together with all related site improvements, under the terms and following satisfaction of
the conditions set forth in the Lease and would obligate the County to make certain payments to the
Authority as outlined in the proposed Lease, under the terms and following satisfaction of the
conditions set forth in the Lease; and

WHEREAS, the Authority and County entered into a lease agreement dated September 1, 2021. Said
lease provided that the Authority and County would update the lease agreement with an Amended and
Substituted Lease Agreement when Additional Bonds were issued by the Authority. The Authority is now
issuing additional bonds and the Authority and County wish to enter into an Amended and Substituted
Lease Agreement.

WHEREAS, neither Chapter 331 nor any other Code provision sets forth any procedural action required
to be taken before said Lease can be approved, and pursuant to Section 331.301(5), Code of lowa, it is
deemed sufficient if the action hereinafter described be taken and the Woodbury County Auditor causes
to be published notice of the proposal and of the time and place of the meeting at which the Board of
Supervisors proposes to take action thereon and to receive oral and/or written objections to such
action; and

WHEREAS, the following action is now considered to be in the best interests of the County.
